Meanwhile, in the same period, mobile phone ownership
recorded a marginal dip after two consecutive quarters of growth. The report, covering the January-March 2026 quarter,
found that 58.6 percent of individuals aged five years and above used the internet, up from 58.4 percent in the second
quarter (October-December 2025) and a sharp rise from 48.9 percent in the first quarter (July-September 2025).
