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Average annual inflation cools to 8.68 per cent in FY26 - A tightfisted policy stance on the monetary
front and supply bounties pay off as Bangladesh saw 12-month average inflation rate for the just-
concluded financial year fall significantly to 8.68 per cent from preceding double-digit level. The rate
dropped from 10.03 per cent in the previous fiscal year of 2024-25, latest official data show. However,
the average inflation was yet 1.68-percentage-point higher than the government's budgetary target of

Foreign currency reserves stand at $37.85b - Bangladesh’s foreign exchange reserves stood at $37.85 billion, according to
the latest data released by the Bangladesh Bank (BB) on Monday. The central bank said that under the International
Monetary Fund’s (IMF) Balance of Payments and International Investment Position Manual (BPM-6) accounting standard,
the country’s reserves were recorded at $33.20 billion. Officials noted that the reserve position reflects the country’s external

Inflation rises to 9.16 per cent year-on-year in June - The country's rate of inflation spiked in June last over its corresponding
month last year. Overall inflation stood at 9.16 per cent, up by 0.68 percentage points year-on-year, according to BBS. Food
inflation 8.60 per cent while it was 7.39 per cent a year earlier. Non-food inflation surged to 9.61 per cent in the month,
against 9.37 per cent in June last year. Economists say the overall inflation remained above 9.0 per cent in June 2026 as both
food and non-food items were more expensive than in the corresponding month a vyear earlier.

Overhauling delisting system: What DSE proposes to fix junk stocks - After years of cautious enforcement in dealing with
weak and non-performing listed companies, the Dhaka Stock Exchange (DSE) is now pushing for a comprehensive overhaul
of its delisting framework, aiming to clean up a capital market increasingly burdened by "junk" stocks and strengthen investor
protection. The move comes as nearly one-third of listed securities have now been pushed into the Z category, reflecting
widespread compliance failures and long-standing operational weaknesses among several firms. Against this backdrop, the
bourse has submitted a set of reform proposals to the stock market regulator to make the delisting process more structured,
